Table Talk Has Changed its Name!

This fall, our weekly Table Talk gatherings at Pizza Works adopted a new name, Queer Holy Club, as a way to
honor both our Methodist roots and our commitment to creating a fully inclusive space for LGBTQIA+ peo-
ple and their supporters. You may remember that these weekly gatherings first began as Pub Theology be-
fore transitioning to Table Talk to ensure that those in recovery would feel welcome. The new name reaches
even further back to the early days of the Methodist movement when John Wesley and a group of Oxford
students formed the Holy Club to encourage one another in growing deeper in love with God and neighbor,
something that has always been at the heart of the conversations and fellowship at these gatherings. As our
church has increased its presence at Pride events throughout the region, we have seen how many LGBTQIA+
people carry wounds from exclusion in religious communities, and Queer Holy Club offers a gentle, ongoing,
and openly affirming entry point for anyone seeking a safe place to reconnect with faith and community.
Queer Holy Club meets every Wednesday at 7 pm (except for the last Wednesday of the Month) at Pizza
